Generations and Gender Survey (GGS)

« Aim: “Provide scientists and policymakers with high-quality and
timely data about families and life course trajectories [...] to enable
researchers to contribute insights and answers to current societal
and public policy challenges.” (ESFRI 2021)

« Common guidelines to ensure high-quality comparative data:
o Standardized questionnaire

- Nationwide representative sample (women and men, aged 18-54 or 18-79)
- Longitudinal data: Baseline survey + two follow-up surveys at intervals of 3-4 years
